Whether your quilt is justmade, or an antique, it deserves the best care you can offérabric is
sensitive to light, heat, humidity, chemicals, dust, oilsmoke and frequent washing. To be s your
textile lives a long like, there are some basiguidelinesto follow.

LIGHT :

Avoid direct sunlight
Fluorescent light should be filterd.
Keep incandescent lights at least 10 to 12 feet from quilts, and only ussasonally, because

of heat.

CLIMAT E:

Keep temperature from 60 to70 degres, and humidityaround 50%.

Handle sparirgly due to poential damage from &in oils. Wash hands before hadgling and if
possible, handle with clean white gloves.

Don6 t  svitharegposeto other fabric which maybe soiled. Expose to clean ctin only.

STORAGE:

Removeas much dust as possiblieom your quilts before storing. Air out, or vacuum using a
low suction hand vacuum. Protecthe quilt by vacwming through a nonrmetal screen.

Never dry-clean an antiquequilt. Dry cleaners use stronghemical solutions thatmay
damage antique fabricespecially if it is silk or wool.

Try to avoid staring in wood; the oils can damage and stain fabric. If you mugeepthem in
wood, protectwith several layers of cleanl00% cotton, or line wood with duminum foil.
Acid-free, or at least acidfree tissue paper, provide safer protection.

Try to store as flat as poskle, preventing tension ontiches.

Pad any folds with crumpled acidfree tisaue paper,or washed muslin toreduce stress on
quilt.

Refold every 6 months or so, aviing existing fold lines. For example, if the quilt was folakd
in half, then half again, ty folding in thirds.

Avoid stacking where possible, to diminish theltance o creases.

If you display quilts, try to rotate them frequenty.
