Have you ever wanted to learn how to make
those cute coiled Clothesline coasters, trivets,
bowls or even a tote? On February 15, we will
learn the basics of coiled clothesline! Feel free
to bring your machine and try it as we learn or
just come and watch if you prefer.

I will provide a list of tools & supplies

needed. There are no specialty tools involved,
it uses sewing supplies & household tools you
already have plus some clothesline! It is fun
and fast!

Materials:

V Fabric - % yard or scraps of fabric — cut
into 1”+/- wide strips WOF (doesn’t
need to be exact width and any length
scraps longer than 12” or so)

V' Thread — cotton or polyester, in a color
to match or contrast project

V Cotton clothesline - 3/16” or 1/4”
diameter (buy at Ace Hardware,
Walmart, Lowes, Home Depot etc.)
Note: the Y4” size clothesline creates
slightly thicker/sturdier project.

Tools/Supplies:
V Sewing machine — capable of zig zag
stitch

Presser Foot - zig-zag or open-toe
Needle — 80/12 universal or 90/10 size

Scissors — that can cut clothesline

» Photo must accompany your finished quilt.

Clem Dupont

Our friend “Clem” must enjoy the birth name
“Clementine,” right? Not so! Clemence Guilbault
Dupont and her sister were born to a French Canadian
family in Willimansett, Massachusetts located in the
foothills of the Berkshires. In this community the French
language was spoken at home, in both primary and
secondary school, and in her church. As a freshman in
high school, Clem sat next to a dashing young man
named Paul in both algebra and Latin class. Dating
throughout high school and college, (Elms College for her
and Rensselaer Polytech Institute for Paul), they married
right after June graduation. Paul went on to earn his
PhD, and joined Sterling Drug in Renssalear where they
lived in nearby East Greenbush, NY for 30 years.

During these first years of marriage, Clem and Paul
welcomed two sons to their family and more recently they
have been joined by two adorable grandsons ages 3 and 5
who definitely add much excitement to their lives.

After their boys were grown, Clem went back to school
and studied accounting, then worked for the IRS in
Albany. Eventually the Duponts were part of a mass
move of scientists from Rensselaer to Collegeville, PA in
1993.

She enjoys applique and piecing as well as all forms of
fabric painting with pencils, crayons or paints.

Not wanting to move to Pennsylvania, Clem felt
lonesome until she found a free weekly newsletter in her
driveway announcing that Loose Threads Quilt Guild
was looking for members. She moved into her new house
on March 1, 1993 and attended her first Loose Threads
meeting on April 1. She has served as Treasurer of the

guild, taught a number of classes, ran several
interesting workshops, handled the fabric
exchange, and worked on our Teas in many
capacities. She was also a winner of the Viewer’s
Choice award at several Teas.

Travel is high on Clem’s list of interests and she
has been to all continents except Antarctica, with
Africa being her favorite. She has slept in huts,
tents, yurts, etc. all over the world but has not
found any fabric to bring home from “the bush.”
She’s off on another trip in March, starting in
Beijing and ending in Dubai! Another highlight
in her life is Paul’s cooking — he enjoys gourmet
cooking and routinely makes some wonderful
dishes (some of which we have sampled at
Retreats)!

Clem has enjoyed meeting some lovely people
within Loose Threads who are very thoughtful
and giving and willing to share their expertise.
Membership in Loose Threads has been a
wonderfully positive experience for her and for
us as well.

Wooden Spool Heart

Use your empty wooden spools to create a
heartwarming wall decoration. Spray-paint a

wooden heart plaque your desired color. Determine the
various diameters of your wooden spool tops. Punch
circles from patterned paper in sizes to match the spool
tops and glue them in place. Adhere spools to the plaque
with the tallest at the top and shortest at the bottom.
Add patterned paper to thin wooden dowels to fill the
spaces between spools.
